MORE ABOUT THE SPEAKER
Dr. James (Jim) W. Fleming has worked and lived in Israel since 1973. As an archaeologist he is responsible for 18 excavations of important sites in Israel.  As a scholar he has taught and lectured extensively, including: Lecturer in Archaeology at the School for Overseas Students at the Hebrew University in Jerusalem, and as Professor of Geography and Archaeology at the Tantur Ecumenical Institute for Advanced Theological Studies.  He continues to teach Jews and Arabs about Christianity in the Government Tour Guide Courses in Israel. 
Dr. Fleming established Biblical Resources in 1975, for the purpose of producing educational materials and aids for teaching the historical, geographical, and archaeological background of the Bible.  Since 1975, Biblical Resources has also been leading study tours not only to Israel, but also to Jordan, Syria, Egypt, Turkey, Cyprus, Greece, and her islands, Malta, Sicily, and Italy.

Dr. Fleming is on the advisory board of the "Biblical Archaeology Review"; is CEO of the World of the Bible Center Foundation; and is the designer, director, and visionary of the Explorations in Antiquity Center in LaGrange, Georgia.
