Funding and Assistance Criteria

We will provide funds and people power to assist with tangible aspects of:

· Building and grounds repairs and renovations

· Capital improvements including those for energy efficiency and safety

· Major cleanup efforts

· Emergency repairs and cleanup

· Emerging programs and ministries

Ordinarily, we do not provide funds or people power to assist with:

· Routine Maintenance

· Routine Housekeeping

· Weekly worship and church school

· Ongoing programs

· Salaries or intangible services

Appropriate Use Criteria:

Funds and/or people power provided must be used to improve conditions of 

· Properties used by a church for religious and/or community service purposes, or

· Projects benefiting a church, or the community through the church

Viability Criteria:

· A church must be a viable ongoing concern in terms of membership (parishioners, trend – DS to provide guidance)

· Beyond its various project needs, a parish must otherwise be viable in financial terms

· The requesting church must be faithful in meeting its conference obligations

· The project (or sub-project), itself must be viable

· Project (sub-project) plan must be workable

· Our donations of time and money, together with those of others must be sufficient for success

Need Criteria:

Regarding supplied funds

· The requesting church must not be endowed with significant funds usable for the project   (ratios?)

· Parishioners must not be capable of raising sufficient funds on their own

· The requesting church must already have applied for and/or utilized any funding available from the Greater New Jersey Annual Conference

Regarding supplied project personnel

· The requesting church must lack sufficient personnel (or sufficiently qualified personnel) to accomplish the project on their own
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
